The QEP Office has some exciting advancements in the works for the upcoming
year, including resources and software available to all students and faculty:

Portfolium- Allows students to connect with businesses and employers and
present their previous academic work and projects to supplement their resumes.
ETS Criterion- A web-based instructional writing tool that helps students, plan,
write and revise their essays guided by instant diagnostic feedback.

Writing Resource Center- (124 Tucker Hall) Offers one-hour, face-to-face
tutorials, small-to-large group consultations, and in-class workshops.
Information Literacy Program- (410 Coleman) Assists students in learning how
to do college-level research through on site or in-class sessions.

Career Center- (The Commons 104) Assists students with resumes, internships,
and interviewing. They can also tailor an in-class workshop to meet your needs
Graduate Feeder Program- affords FAMU students the opportunity to receive
advanced study in graduate programs not available at FAMU.
